Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yes exactly because you're in the privacy of your own space. Like you wouldn't bidet in front of everyone. 

Priya:
If you want to wash your hair in your bidet, do as you please [laughs].

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
I'm really embarrassed that I said that now [laughs hysterically]. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I haven't washed my hair in a bidet, I just thought that looks like a fun activity one day. 

Priya:
I do think it's a weird Valentine's Day gift. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
Not a bad one, just certainly not conventional. 

Robin:
I guess it's the surprise element isn't it? Because you could just go 'Look, my mum got me this for Christmas, I'm really enjoying it, I think I might get' they don't live together, so this is like.

Leila:
Yeah that's weird.

Robin:
