Yeah.

Leila:
And so it's just not a Barry voice then is it if it's not?

Priya:
He's got a very deep voice, I think that's his like...

Robin:
Very deep.

Priya:
...his thing.

Leila:
Has he?

Robin:
But Tom Jones has got quite a deep voice. 

Leila:
Yeah maybe...

Priya:
Yeah he could just say putting on a Tom Jones voice. 

Leila:
Yeah that's true. Or maybe? Yeah I suppose. I love the thought was, oh he must have Covid.

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
Like as if the symptoms were like you can't taste or smell anything, you've got a cough or you sound like a Welsh Barry White, like that.

Robin:
Hands, face, space, Barry White.

Leila:
Track and trace call and you're like 'Hello' and they go 'Oh right yeah fine'.

Robin:
'You need to self isolate for seven days, I'm sorry'. 

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
And so one of the symptoms is a massively successful soul career. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
You're too sexy and you need to stay indoors. I don't think anyone is the asshole here. This might be the least high stakes Am I the Asshole we've ever had to deal with. 

Priya:
Yeah, no one needs to get divorced on this one. 

Robin:
No one needs to break up. 

Priya:
No.

Robin:
This isn't toxic, this is...

Priya:
I do think OP is the asshole. 

Leila:
But I'm just also very, very confused about why like also the answer to like scammers calling is like, is it sounding like Barry White? Like what are you going to do? Like a scammer calls you right and they say 'Give me all your money' and you go 'No!' and they go 'Oh my god Barry White, I'm so sorry, I'll go, OK bye'. 

Robin:
[Laughs] Sure yeah but you can't take Barry White's money. 

Leila:
Yeah exactly so what the hell?

Priya:
You could take Welsh Barry White's money. 

Leila:
Yeah so why is that? Like I don't get his argument, why is that making him feel more confident?

Priya:
Do you think it's because a) if you're putting on a character it's easier to be rude to someone? 

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:

Robin:

Priya:

Robin:
Oh shit I'm sorry.

Priya:
I've been on the auto chat bot and I've been in a call centre.

Leila:
Have you? 

Priya:
And I've got to say, I prefer someone being rude to me on an auto chat bot than on the phone.

Robin:
[Laughs] Yeah I bet. I bet. 

Priya:
Be as rude as you like. 

Leila:
God, yeah.

Robin:
How do you deal with it? Like what's the rudest message you had come up on an auto chat bot?
Priya:
Um? I can't remember any like outstandingly rude ones, not like on the phone where people call me a cunt day in day out.

Robin:
Wow!

Priya:
Yeah. But...

Leila:
Oh my god.

Robin:
God damn Barry White [laughs].

Priya:
No, no, no it was fine, we were calling them cunts back [laughs].

But not on the phone? 

Leila:

Priya:

I work for SWALEC. 

Priya:
[Laughs] I think OP is the asshole. Why are you snitching? You're 50-years-old, why are you snitching on your dad to your sister for answering the phone in a way you don't like? Get a grip.

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
It's not like he's done anything awful, it's just.

Priya:
Mm.

Leila:

Yeah it would have been in generic films and stuff but you know like you're a young person Leila.

Leila:
I so want to know what these songs.

Priya:
Too cool. 

Robin:
You listen to fuckin' Macarena. 

Priya:
McFly.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Macarena, my favourite, yeah, yeah, yeah. Oh my god.

Robin:
You listen to the Las Ketchup Girls. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I have an appalling music taste is my secret, I just like to tell everybody, I don't think anyone believes me though because I just look so cool. 

Robin:
What's on your?

Priya:
What's appalling about it?

Robin:
Yeah hit me with your Spotify unwrapped.

Leila:
Do you want me to genuinely read it to you?

Priya:
Yes. 

Robin:
Like your most commonly played songs on Spotify. 

Leila:
First of all I have Apple Music which is like bad enough as it is. 

Robin:
That is bad.

Leila:
OK so genuinely.

Priya:
Sold.

Leila:
I'm genuinely very embarrassed to share this.

Robin:
OK.

Leila:
So we've got a playlist from RuPaul's Drag Race, just of all RuPaul's Drag Race songs.

Robin:
Sure.

Leila:
Since You've Been Gone, Kelly Clarkson. 
Priya:
That's an absolute gem.

Robin:
Yeah it's a classic.

Leila:
It is a gem. But this is what I played in the car on the way back from Cardiff the other day. American Boy. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
Yeah. Great song.

Leila:
Party in the USA.

Robin:
Sure.

Priya:
A great song.

Leila:
The Sweeney Todd soundtrack.

Priya:
[Laughs] Yes please.

Robin:
I haven't listened to that, is that good?

Leila:
Yeah. 

Robin:
Is it really good?

Leila:
It's very good. 

Priya:
From the film? 

Robin:
There's a pause there where you wanted to say, 'Of course it is Robin you fucking prick' [laughs]. 

Leila:
Yeah have you never head of...

Priya:
You Barry White listening mother fucker. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah [laughs] No there's a song on it called No Place Like London and it's like about how London is a shithole and I like to listen to it on my way back to London.

Priya:
Is that the one where he's like [sings] 'I miss you Joanna'. 

Leila:
It's not, that one is Joanna. 

Priya:
Oh yeah [laughs] well that makes sense.

No this one is very much like the opposite of Lily Allen's London, it's not a celebration of London.

Priya:
Right.

Robin:
Sure.

Leila:
Right hang on.

Priya:

Priya:
I imagine you scrolling through Rightmove while listening to that, just looking at places outside of London.

Leila:
I feel sick. I'm just like yeah every yeah.

Robin:
Once I was there in 2014 listening to Lily Allen and just looking at photos of the Olympic ceremony going, yeah I could live here. I could live here, yeah, yeah, yeah.

Leila:
Oh god. 

Robin:
Different time.

Leila:
I mean listen everyone feels that before they come here. 

Robin:
Mm

Leila:
And have their dreams strangled in front of their very eyes. 

Priya:
OK Leila.

Robin:
And then everyone is put in a pie.

Leila:
Put in a pie yeah exactly.

Robin:
And by pie I mean the Central line.

Leila:
Oh my god the Central line can actually get that. This is very on brand for our very Welsh podcast.

Priya:
We are ragging on London in fairness which is on brand for a Welsh podcast. 

Leila:
Yeah that is on brand, that is on brand. Alesha Dixon The Boy Does Nothing is also on my thing.

Robin:
Great. Oh my god. 

Priya:
Leila you should be a DJ.

Robin:
Yeah you should be a DJ.

Leila:
I, no. Who would listen to any? Genuinely it's just horrible like it is bad. It's not cool.

Priya:
For reference for the podcast both me and Robin immediately put our hands up. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, we'll be launching Here to Judge club nights after all the Here to Judge live shows in the future.

Leila:
Oh my god yeah. Get ready for some Sondheim and some naughties synth pop.

Robin:
Yes.

Priya:
Kelly Clarkson is genius. 

Leila:
Thanks.

Priya:
Since You've Been Gone is a masterpiece.

Leila:
[Sings] 'Since you've been gone' yeah it really is.

Robin:
My song version will be Tattoo, All The Things She Said on repeat. 

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
Louder and louder.

Priya:
Yup, yup, yup.

Robin:
Until everyone leaves the club. 

Priya:
That 13 minute remix of it. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah. It's going to be brutal. It's going to be brutal. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I miss Live Lounge in Cardiff and all the tracks they play there. 

Robin:
Mm-hmm.

Priya:
Yeah Stacy's Mum.
Leila:
Again and again and what's it called? Mr Brightside. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
Yeah [laughs].

Leila:
Didn't they play that on every hour? 

Priya:
Yeah to mark the hour.

Leila:
Do you know they've stopped the £1 shots there?

Priya:
That's probably for the best. Do you remember the £5 jug of wine which was just a bottle of Echo Falls decanted into a jug [laughs].

Leila:
Yes, yeah of course they did, yeah.

Robin:
Decanted is a very, very brave description of what happened. 

Priya:
A £4 bottle of wine, put in a jug and charged £5 [laughs].

Robin:
I think that's probably fair. I would have said yeah £4 bottle of wine fucked into a jug [laughs].

Leila:

Yeah. 

Priya:
Let the old man do what he wants, snitchers get stitches. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Je agree, as they say in France.

Robin:
She's like a 50-year-old woman.

Priya:
50-year-old snitches get 50-year-old stitches. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

'Am I the asshole for not eating my sister's eggs? My female 28, older sister female 35 Anita has been keeping chickens for about four years. Over time, it has slowly become her entire life. The egg he grabbed happened to be from the store-bought plate. My sister quickly came over and reminded me that I need to eat a 'real egg' as well so I could vote. I told her no thank you, I only wanted one egg. I've struggled with my weight for several years, and have lost 20 lbs in the last nine months. I don't starve myself by any means, but I'm careful about portion control, and I was only having a little of each thing so I could try the food everyone had brought. Leila:
She's put an egg up his bum.

Priya:
[Laughs] Oh no.

Robin:
Yeah do you prefer this egg or this love egg?

Leila:
[Laughs] Any egg is a love egg if you try hard enough.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
[Laughs] Trust me guys. 

Robin:
This lady loves eggs too much.

Leila:
Yeah any egg. Just like grading yourself up, quail, ostrich. 

Priya:
Ostrich is too big.

Leila:
No it's not. I reckon it's possible. People put mad things up their bum. 

Robin:
[Laughs] Not just chicken's eggs Priya but mad things as well.

Leila:
Yeah, ostriches eggs. Ostriches. 

Robin:
Not full ostriches [laughs].

Priya:
Ostriches?

Leila:
Yeah. 

Robin:
The full bird?

Leila:
Yeah I think so.

Priya:
One leg at a time [laughs].

Leila:
I actually think you could yeah, I reckon.

Priya:
No I mean they're bigger than humans you know? 
Leila:
Are they? How big are ostriches?

Priya:
Ostriches are bigger than humans!

Leila:
I thought they were like...

Robin:
Oh you're going to make her bring up the scale [laughs].

Leila:
I thought they were like maybe 30 centimetres. Are they big? 

Priya:
Are you joking? Are you joking? [Laughs]

Leila:
No. I thought, what you're saying it's like Big Bird. Big yellow bird. 

Robin:
You're thinking of Rod Hull and Emu, that's what you're thinking of [laughs].

Leila:
Yeah. Yeah, yeah, yeah. Yeah. 

Priya:
Google an ostrich. 

Robin:
What a threatening thing to say Priya Hall [laughs]

Leila:
OK yeah I know what they look like, they've got those massive eyes in their head, I just.

Robin:
Go on! Google and ostrich. 

Leila:
Yeah but ostriches, like a picture is not going to be to scale is it?

Priya:
I feel like I'm going mad now, I'm doubting myself as to how big an ostrich is even though I've definitely seen ostriches in real life. 

Robin:
I don't think they're bigger than humans. I reckon they're like four foot. 

Leila:
I thought it was like a chicken size, like a small. 

Priya:
No!

Leila:
Oh shit, OK, OK, OK, OK , OK, it's eight foot, that's fine then.

Robin:
That's massive!

Leila:
That's huge. Why does that exist? That feels like it should have gone with the dinosaurs. 

Robin:
Yeah that seems excessive.

Priya:
Yeah I mean they are dinosaurs. It is.

Leila:
Is it like a dinosaur?

Robin:
Culturally they are dinosaurs, they are bigots. 

Priya:
Definitely don't put one up your bum.

Leila:
[Laughs] Why's it so enormous? Why is there an eight foot bird? Does it fly, do they fly?

Robin:
No.

Priya:
They probably used to be bigger. They can't fly now.

Leila:
I've never seen one, where are they?

Robin:
They run like fuckers.

Priya:
If you go to Folly Farm there's ostriches there. We should do a Here to Judge trip to Folly Farm so you can see how big animals are.
Leila:
[Laughs hysterically]

Priya:
You're going to blow your mind when you see a wallaby. 

Leila:
I don't know what a wallaby, is it like a beaver a wallaby? 

Priya:
It's a small kangaroo. 

Leila:
Oh OK. So like how big? [laughs]

Priya:
Like, small. 

Leila:
Oh OK. Could you put one up your bum? Probably.

Robin:
[Laughs hysterically]

Priya:
I mean you couldn't put one up your bum but you think you could put one up your bum if you thought a 30 centimetre ostrich could go up your bum, you definitely. 

Leila:
No nothing's going up my bum. Nothing, never, ever.

Robin:

Leila:
Keep pure ostriches away from my rectal corridor. 

Robin:
Title of the episode.

Leila:
What Rectal Corridor?

Robin:
No, Keep Your Ostriches Away From My Rectal Corridor [laughs].

Priya:
[Laughs hysterically] And what blows my mind is you thought even a 30 centimetre one, they're so beaky. 

Leila:
Yeah but like, no listen. Listen. 

Priya:
What? How big do you think 30 centimetres is?

Leila:
I'm just going to remind you where babies come from and how they exit the body.

Priya:
Um?

Robin:
Can I remind you that it's not the ass [laughs].

Leila:
Not the rectal, no absolutely but also it's the same like genre isn't it, of the body. 

Priya:
You'd have to do it over the course of nine months by that logic. You'd have to put a baby one in and then allow them to grow. 

Leila:
Oh my god, has anyone ever done that?

Robin:
Genre [laughs].

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:
Yeah very bad. I didn't want to see it.

Robin:
There's a like a bad scene of two girls one cup, it was that thing wasn't it?

Leila:
Yeah it was in the world, same genre. 

Robin:
Same Marvel universe [laughs].

Leila:
Same cinematic universe of stuff up the ass [laughs].

Robin:
[Laughs hysterically]

Priya:
I hate that we're in the same universe now [laughs]. That's what you've done culturally.

Robin:
But for that we're like an indie film, like ostriches [laughs] We're not in the super CJI level of it because we're very kind of indie...

Leila:
I find it fascinating. Do you know that like it's like Augustus Gloop pipe it is, the bum hole.

Priya:

Leila:

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:
