 Me, Priya Hall.
Robin:
And me, Robin Morgan.
Leila:
This one's from Reddit. 'Am I the asshole for taking back a gift from a fake baby? I work at a popular clothing retailer and I enjoy my job very much. My co-workers are great, customers are bearable, but one co-worker, let’s call her Rhonda, has been making my work life a living hell recently. Leila:
That's really odd.

Robin:
This is one of the weirdest ones we've had. 

Priya:
Yeah for sure.

Leila:
How old is this daughter?

Priya:
At any age why would you want a bunch of baby stuff when there's no baby? Like what's she doing with those gifts? 

Leila:
Yeah but I thought that, in my head I'm like is the daughter three? Like I didn't know if it was like a?

Robin:
No she's jealous that loads of her friends are pregnant.

Leila:
Yeah so, what?!

Priya:
It would be weird for the daughter to be greeting people if she was three and be like 'Well I'm not pregnant yet' [laughs].

Leila:
Yeah that's what I mean.

Robin:
I'm very much a toddler. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
It's really, really strange. 

Robin:
So she's like what let's say youngest probably 15/16?

Priya:
Yeah very youngest.

Leila:
I think older though, like.

Robin:
Yeah?

Priya:
I would say older if she's at the point where she's throwing a fake baby shower. That feels like an older thing. 

Robin:
I think if your mum is Rhonda...

Priya:
Oh fair, good point. 

Leila:
And most of your friends aren't having babies if they're 15 are they?
Priya:
Yeah that's true.

Robin:
We don't know what these people are like but I think I know what these people are like [laughs].

Leila:
Oh really OK, yeah fine. Rhonda is an interesting name to give someone.

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
Is it a name?

Priya:
Yeah. 

Robin:
It is a name.

Priya:
It is a name. Like that Beach Boys song, the one that goes 'Help me Rhonda, help, help me Rhonda'. 

Robin:
It's about throwing a fake baby shower that song.
Priya:
It is yeah, it needs a lot of planning and uh...

Robin:
Help me.

Priya:
...a lot of lying. 

Leila:
Yeah that's so odd. I wonder what she got?

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
I guess the fact that there was a registry is interesting. Basically my daughter is going through a hard time and here's a list of things she's looking forward to opening presents which is something that cheers her up. 

Leila:
I mean same [laughs].

Priya:
Do you know what's weird though? She said on the registry loads of it isn't baby stuff but if every time I've been to a baby shower and they've had like a list of things they need, I think I would notice if the majority of that stuff wasn't for a baby.

Leila:
Yeah lawnmower, you'd be like hmm?

Priya:
I think I'd be like, yeah, yeah, yeah.

Robin:
These are prizes from an ITV game show.

Priya:
Hold on a second, an iPod Shuffle? 

Robin:
Yeah [laughs] trip to Drayton Manor? What the fuck is this? 

Priya:
[Laughs] This is so weird. 

Robin:
Yeah but this is Rhonda's doing isn't it? 

Priya:
Well no the daughter is fully involved and called OP what was it? An old?

Leila:
Old bitch.

Robin:
And old disrespectful bitch. 

Priya:
[Laughs] Old disrespectful bitch. 

Robin:
But I would fully guess that this is Rhonda logging into her daughter's account.

Priya:
Oh right OK.

Robin:
I think Rhonda is absolutely the, firstly she has raised the daughter like this [laughs].

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Yeah that's very true.

Robin:
Secondly, to threaten to go to HR [laughs] it's like the confidence. 

Priya:
Do you understand what HR is? 

Robin:
The confidence of the woman to take this into like, OK and what's your complaint about? Have you got a pen? This is a long story.

Priya:
[Laughs] First it's important that you know my daughter is very, very sad at the minute.

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Yeah and she's very not pregnant.

Leila:
Um I think we all agree that this is like an absolutely nuts thing to do. 

Priya:
Oh yeah.

Leila:
But then taking the gift back, what are your thoughts there?

Priya:
Take it back. Baby stuff is expensive.

Robin:
I think it's absolutely fine. 

Leila:
Yeah?

Priya:
Yeah. Return it and spend it on yourself. 

Robin:
I think especially if you don't have much money and you've bought something out of the kindness of your heart and you're thinking OK well that £20 to £30 could be better spent on a food shop. 
Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Even to say like I'd prefer to buy them a present when they actually do have, like that's a sweet way of doing it I think.

Priya:
Also OP doesn't know the daughter, it's genuinely just a very kind gesture...

Leila:
Yeah of course it is.

Priya:
...because they realised before going to the baby shower they've never actually met the mother to be. 

Leila:
That's so interesting yeah. I mean look I absolutely agree...

Priya:
So that's already.

Leila:
...that it's probably the best thing to do. Just take a gift and run but also I know that I wouldn't have done that because I just would have like felt so like guilty. 

Robin:
I think you're right. Yeah it definitely would have been really awkward and then sort of. 

Leila:
Especially off a table full of other gifts.

Robin:
I love the fact they took a second gift though. 

Leila:
Yeah that's so good.

Priya:
Yeah. I think the co-worker whose gift she accidentally took who has now been like 'Give it back to me don't give it to Rhonda' is a coward, she should have to fight Rhonda.

Leila:
Yeah, yeah, yeah that's so true. That's so true.

Robin:
I think Rhonda's insane. 

Leila:
Yeah, yeah, yeah big time.

Priya:
Oh yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah. Is that not a given?

Robin:
Are we sure that she actually has a daughter?

Leila:
Yeah that's true.

Robin:
She's not just hired like a crisis actor or something.

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
God it does sound like that doesn't it? What would you do? Like I can't imagine this actual situation. I think I'd just find it hysterical if I was there. I would just be like pissing myself.

Robin:
Yeah. 

Priya:
Yeah. I wouldn't leave. I would watch the whole thing from start to finish. They would struggle to get me to leave.

Robin:
Yeah definitely. Making her unwrap baby presents and asking her what she would do with the baby presents.

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
I think I'd sort of twist the knife that way you know? [laughs]

Leila:
Yeah you also just like ask all the questions that you typically ask at baby showers. Do you know? I'm just trying to think like you'd be like yeah.

Robin:
Yeah, yeah. 

Priya:
Like 'When's it due?' 

Leila:
Yeah, yeah.

Robin:
Guess the weight, zero [laughs].

Leila:
And what would it look like? Just like out of pure...

Robin:
Oh it's going to be like you, a fuckin' liar [laughs].

Priya:
[Laughs] I wonder if the daughter has a partner? 

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
And if so surely they would not stay with someone through a fake baby shower.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Unless the gifts were for them as well?

Priya:
Yeah true. True, true, true. But again what are you going to do with like a bottle steriliser? 

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
Or like a sling? What are you going to do?

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
I guess put it away for when they do have a child. 

Priya:
Sell it.

Robin:
But it on Depop yeah. 

Leila:
Imagine all the teen girls being like, why is this on here?  [laughs]

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. OP is not the asshole though.

Leila:
No.

Priya:
No I'm not sure that Rhonda is an asshole. I think as you said she's insane.

Leila:
Yeah we have to be careful, yeah.

Priya:
But I don't know that she's an asshole. Maybe she is. Yes she is. But I'm onboard with Rhonda.

Leila:
What? Wait. 

Priya:
This is objectively crazy behaviour but I like the audacity of it all and the threatening to take it to HR. 

Leila:
Yeah she's very like...

Priya:
I think Rhonda's got great vibes.

Robin:
She's like 100% backing herself.

Leila:
Yeah. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. 

Leila:
Just having like 5% of that confidence would be amazing, do you know what I mean?

Priya:
We should all aspire to have her level of self confidence. 

Robin:
Be more Rhonda. I think it would be dangerous. In somebody who is not Rhonda 5% of her confidence would kill a man [laughs].
Leila:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah I'll jump off this cliff it will be fine, and then that would just be the end of you. 

Robin:
You've got to be in the right vessel for it [laughs].

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Not an asshole.

Priya:
Oh yeah OP is not the asshole. Rhonda is everything I aspire to be.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I respect that about you Priya.

Yeah 100%. The only thing I wouldn't do is if it was like Coco Pops and something else because I feel like Coco Pops would mix the milk and having that with something else like Bran Flakes would be disgraceful.

Leila:
Ugh. No I so disagree. 

Robin:
You know those big packs of variety pack cereal you used to get on holidays in those little boxes?

Leila:
Oh yeah brilliant yes.

Priya:
I couldn't agree less.

Robin:
Fuck it all in a big bowl mate. 

Priya:
No!

Leila:
No you don't mix them.

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah.

Leila:
No, no, no, no. You enjoy each of those separately.

Priya:
No. No, no, no, no, no.

Robin:
They're tiny!

Leila:
I don't have a problem with you eating them all in one sitting. 

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
That's not a problem eat them in one sitting. But eat one, eat the next cereal, next cereal.

Robin:
I've never seen you so [laughs].

Priya:
I'm completely with Leila on this. You paid for one flavour [laughs].

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
Why would you then, like do you have the level of arrogance and you think you know more than cereal manufacturers? 

Robin:
I think Jr L Kellogg. 

Leila:
You do look a little bit like the Rice Krispy boy, don't you Robin? In like in a lovely cute way. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Like you know one of those little boys you get on the front?

Priya:
What's a Rice Krispy boy?

Robin:
You mean Snap, Crackle and Pop?

Leila:
Yeah one of them has got glasses, so that means they look like you, right?

Robin:
I think you're thinking of Alvin and the Chipmunks mate. 

Leila:
Oh am I? Hang on.

Robin:
Yeah [laughs] I think you're thinking Theodore. 

Leila:
Oh hang on. No you do, you do have that little innocent little face like them.

Priya:
You do look all three of Snap, Crackle and Pop I regret to inform you. 

Robin:
Thank you.

Leila:
Hang on let me look at them closer. Yeah you look like the one with brown hair, like the light you know the one with the light sort of?

Robin:
I look like Pop?

Leila:
I don't know who is who. 

Robin:
No I've found a picture and they've got their names written on their hats. I do look like Pop.

Leila:
A little bit.

Robin:
I think I've got a new opener for my stand-up [laughs].

Leila:
Yeah you have, 'Hello it's me Pop'. 

Robin:
I know what you're thinking, Pop's out of the bowl, what? [Laughs]

Leila:
I love when people do that, you're thinking and then it's like no actually I'm not at all [laughs].

Robin:
I love the ones which are incredibly dated and a circuit actor has been doing it clearly for 20 years. 'I know what you're thinking! One of S Club Juniors has let themselves go' and it's like what the fuck? [Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah, who, who? Yeah.

Priya:
[Laughs] 

Robin:
The cast of Gone With The Wind have turned up on stage. 

Leila:
Yeah god it's so yeah.  I know what you're thinking, the Wombles. It's just like [laughs]

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. Judas Iscariot has let himself go. 

Leila:
[Laughs] Judas Iscariot lovely. 

Robin:
I'm happy to mix cereals. 

Leila:
No I get that. First of all squash isn't perishable. 

Robin:
It's just sugar. 

Priya:
No but I wouldn't be happy with them being open at different times either. 

Leila:
OK squash no we disagree because I think you could open squash at different. I wouldn't mix them but.

Robin:
I wouldn't mix them either, I'm not an idiot. But I don't think I'd have two bottles of different squashes in the house if I had squash, and if I did it would be peach squash.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Because every other squash apart from summer fruits, everything else can go piss off. But I would have that one bottle then I'd get rid of that one bottle. We'd never have two bottles that seems.

Leila:
Yeah I'd never buy two but if there were two. 

Priya:
Buy one get one free though. 

Robin:
Then I'd get the same one I think.

Leila:
Really? No I wouldn't. 

Robin:
But who's having lime squash? You're not having lager and lime. 

Priya:
Delicious. 

Robin:
No!

Priya:
I love squash. I like hot squash.

Leila:
No hot Ribena innit? 

Robin:
But hot Ribena is fine.

Priya:
Hot squash.

Leila:
All of it is wrong. I grew up thinking Ribena was squash, is it not? 

Priya:
Um?

Leila:
Is it or is it not squash? 

Priya:
Ribena is squash isn't it?

Leila:
Jury's out. 

Robin:
It's posh squash.

Leila:
Posh squash.

Priya:
Posh squash yeah, it's fancy squash. 

Robin:
Posh squash. 

Priya:
Like how much time was dedicated to explaining what squash is in this.
Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah.

Leila:
Yeah I think, no because there is a line that says cordial is squash and there's Ribena. 

Priya:
Cordial is squash right?

Leila:
No lime cordial isn't the same as like squash. They're in the same family, like lime cordial and then like Robinson's orange squash are different.

Robin:
Cordial is middleclass squash.

Priya:
What's the difference?

Robin:
Because you can have elderflower cordial but that's just.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
If you put it in a glass bottle, come on, it's the same thing.

Leila:
Yeah, yeah.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
It's just sugar.

Leila:
No but still even lime cordial in a plastic bottle, I still don't think that's squash.

Robin:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:
Aww no.

Robin:
[Laughs] 'Those are our ones and then I'll mix it in a bowl of soup'. 

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Mix it with my lime cordial.

Leila:
I'm so curious for what your line is for like cereals being healthy or unhealthy. Like what's the like? Because you can get a ridiculous amount, I think all agree like slag off the American...

Robin:
Like the Reese's Pieces ones and like Lucky Charms and stuff.

Leila:
Yeah the ones that are just mini cookies or whatever like.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
Yeah did you have that like Cookie Crisp as a kid? But basically they were just like...

Leila:
No I never, I had it once when I was at breakfast club in school. But I did not really...

Robin:
[Laughs] I'm glad that the council is really smashing there, the healthy food initiatives.
Leila:
Yeah I think we were probably the last ones.

Robin:
Yeah it's just Egg McMuffins now.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
[Laughs] When I was a kid my tad-cu if he was looking after me he would completely lose his mind in feeding us and feed us whatever we wanted. So he used to give me Coco Pops with chocolate milkshake on it, even though it would turn milk chocolaty.

Leila:
Oh wow. 

Priya:

Leila:

Robin:

Priya:

Priya:

Leila:

Robin:
[Laughs] Just for love.

Priya:

Robin:

Priya:
[Laughs] Yeah, he just wanted to be the favourite grandparent. 

Robin:
It wasn't an easy life. So are you guys thinking that she's not the asshole even though she herself has said that she's the asshole?

Leila:

Priya:
I think she's not the asshole. 
Leila:
No. 

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:
[Laughs] Yeah.

Robin:

Leila:
[Laughs] No I love it, I actually love it.

Priya:
Achievement unlocked. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah. I think this is fourth wave feminism? I don't know how? [Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah it is, there's something going on here yeah where we oppress you. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah that's it.
