Robin:
I think it's the action in which he did it is the assholeish behaviour.

Priya:
Yeah. Sure.

Robin:
But he's just like I'm going to let you be in one of my videos and then asking why she can't put on socks and 'I told her to just do it'. 

Leila:
Yeah like you say.

Robin:
He sounds like a bit of a douche bag. Whereas like 'Um darling I love your feet but there are people on the internet who are fucking weird'. 

Leila:
Are unbelievable. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, I've never, I'm not kink shaming but I don't request to see famous women's feet. Sorry, sorry if that offends anybody.

Leila:
Yeah. Well I was getting ready to be honest with you to show you mine.

Robin:
But we're friends. 

Leila:
Oh not until you've seen my feet. 

Robin:
Are you?

Leila:
You can't make an informed decision on if you want to be my friend until you've seen my feet. 

Priya:
I thought that response was 'We're not friends'. 

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:
I thought you were going oh no. 

Robin:
[Laughs] Should we play guess the feet? Well what's your feet like?

Leila:
Fine. Oh my god now someone's going to have fap over this aren't they?

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
A fap! [Laughs]

Priya:
I don't want to turn into this guy but we need to stop this chat.

Leila:
Yeah what are my feet like? They are, no I don't want to do this actually.

Priya:
Send some photos in, we'll put it up on Twitter. 

Robin:
We'll put three feet up and you have to guess which the feet belong to [laughs].

Leila:
Do any of you guys have like foot ratings online? 

Priya:
No!

Robin:
What's that?

Leila:
Like there's like an online like what's it called? Like an encyclopaedia of feet of like people. And so Olga Cox has got one, she posted about it the other day and someone had rated her feet bad and she's incensed about it obviously. 

Robin:
So Olga had posted a picture of her without socks or shoes on?

Leila:
Yeah. 

Priya:
This why you always wear socks. And it shouldn't be a surprise that that is one of my policies for life. 

Robin:
Yeah [laughs].

Leila:
I think that's a fair point. In Don't Blame Me, Blame My Brain, that CBBC show that Robin wrote on that I was in, there was a scene, I believe it wasn't one of your scripts Robin, where I had to paint my toenails.

Robin:
No it wasn't mine.

Leila:
And I distinctly went 'No I'm not doing that because I know what will happen'. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
So in the end I'm tying my shoelaces. But I'm wearing pyjamas so it's a bit weird. 

Robin:
Sure. That's quite vibe for you, that feels quite.

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Yeah. 

Priya:
Pyjamas and shoes.

Leila:
Yeah exactly. That sounds like I go to Tesco at like 11am with like my sad face on.

Priya:
But let's not judge people who were their pyjamas at 11am because I am in my pyjamas.

Leila:
[Laughs] I also am in my pyjamas.

Priya:
Good. 

Leila:
What was I going to say? I think he should have told her why and then she could have made an informed decision about if she wanted to do it or not. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
I think he did tell her why.

Leila:
But it's her choice isn't it?

Priya:
I'm sorry I'm on this guy's side.

Leila:
But if she doesn't care then why does he care? 

Priya:
Because it's his job. 

Leila:
He doesn't own her feet. 

Priya:
It's his YouTube channel. If it turns into a foot fetish YouTube channel and then all of his subsequent videos which I assume are about comic books or something like that. He'll be like...

Leila:
Do we know that it's a man?

Priya:
...getting comments 'Where are the feet?' No we don't know that it's a man, I just made that very, very heteronormative assumption. 

Leila:
But like there's always freaks on every fucking channel ever that are like obsessed with ridiculous stupid things. There's loads of that, what's it called? I watched a documentary about this, it's called like I think fetish fishing. Where people like ask really innocuous questions about whatever to try and like trap people in their like fantasy I guess. 

Priya:
Eww.

Leila:
I just remember when I was getting slimed, again not to name drop CBBC again, have I told this on the podcast or have we just had this conversation? We'll just have it again but yes there were loads of weirdoes being like 'What does it feel like to be slimed? Like if you could be slimed what colour slime would you like to be slimed?' and it was questions like that and you're like ugh. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
But I feel like you get that no matter what because people have really innocuous fetishes that you wouldn't.

Robin:
What do you reckon, because there must be more foot than slime fetishists. 

Leila:
Oh 100%.

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Although there is a whole slime website which you can find me on.

Robin:
Oh my god congrats.

Leila:
Thanks, it's my starring moment. 

Robin:
Have they rated your slime good or bad?

Leila:
They haven't unfortunately. I'll never know what they think. 

Robin:
We should build a website [laughs].
Leila:
Rate this slime!

Priya:
I wouldn't say on this podcast 'I'll never know what they think' because they will get in touch and let you know what they think.

Leila:
Have you had that? Have you had people say stuff to you before?

Priya:
No. 

Robin:
Never.

Leila:
It's coming. 

Priya:
It's coming [laughs].

Leila:
It's always women isn't it? They always say it to women.

Robin:
I think after I did Mock, the suggested searches after Robin Morgan were Robin Morgan comedian married, Robin Morgan comedian partner, Robin Morgan comedian gay. 

Leila:
Really?

Robin:
Were the first three, yeah. 

Leila:
Aww. They were all me. 

Robin:
Really oh. Just ask, just ask next time.

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
But then I also appeared in one of those, you know get some like how much is this celebrity worth? 

Leila:
Oh yeah.

Robin:
And it's written by bots and stuff. 

Leila:
What do they say?

Robin:
Shall I try and find out? 

Leila:
How much are you worth?

Priya:
Yes.

Robin:
Shall we find out? It would be nice to know wouldn't it? 

Leila:
I want to know what the suggested searches for us are Pri. What are your suggested searches? Should I search you?

Priya:
I don't know. Yeah you search me, I'll search you.

Leila:
OK. Oh my god yours is so weird Pri! 

Priya:
What are mine?

Leila:
Yours are Priya Hall Wales, fine. Priya Hall Instagram. Third one, Priya Hall deaf.

Priya:
Oh my god! [laughs]

Robin:
I think Priya Hall death is pretty on brand.

Priya:
Sure.

Leila:
Deaf, deaf like you can't hear. 

Robin:
Oh right that's not on brand.

Priya:
Oh deaf!

Leila:
Deaf, Priya Hall deaf. That's weird for your third one. 

Priya:
That is weird. 

Leila:
Comedy and Wikipedia.

Robin:
There must be another Priya Hall right?

Priya:
Yeah. So Leila Navabi is, Leila Navabi Twitter. Leila Navabi parents. Leila Navabi Instagram. Leila Navabi bio. Leila Navabi age. Leila Navabi Rishi Sunak. 

Leila:
[Laughs] OK yeah fine.

Robin:
Yes that's right, correct.

Leila:
I'm curious as to why you've got, I'm going to look at why you've got deaf. 

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Do you have loads of people trying to find your parents? Why are people obsessed with mixed race people's parents? 

Priya:
Yeah. 

Leila:
They're like, who are you? Where are you from? I want to know this. 
Priya:
Explain this.

Leila:
It's so cringe isn't it.

Robin:
[Laughs] I don't get it. 

Leila:
As if they'll be a page on my website that's like, my parents. 

Priya:
And a picture of my mum and my dad.

Leila:
I might make one and just put falsehoods. Be like Sajid Javid and Joanna Page. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
And like let everyone think that's my.

Robin:
And then you'd get one of these weird bot websites that will assume that you're telling the truth because on my one after comedian Robin Morgan wife, it says 'Robin Morgan's child has created a lot of confusion regarding his wife'.

Leila:
[Laughs] What does that mean?

Robin:
'Fans have asked him multiple times regarding their mother. In 2019 Robin shared an image of actor Ellie Jane Taylor quoting her as his beloved wife. Morgan who loves pranks and humour may have posted an image just to grab attention online' [laughs].

Leila:
Is this a bot?

Priya:
What is that?

Robin:
It's like a sort of bio on me.

Leila:
Comedian Robin Morgan, oh my god. 

Robin:
And it's like how old.
Leila:
Has it got your age right? Has it got anything right?

Robin:
Currently Robin Morgan looks to be somewhat around the age range of 25 to 35, I'll take it. I'll take it.

Leila:
Yeah congrats.

Robin:
Robin Morgan's net worth is still under review. His eye striking fans.

Leila:
Has your son written this?

Robin:
Yeah possibly yeah, yeah, yeah.

Leila:
[Laughs] It's like we'll find ours and it will be like 'Priya Hall looks about 15'. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
'The cheeky actor has his own website where one can find tons of jokes to have some fun'.

Leila:
I love it. I love this. I love this.

Priya:
Tons of joke to have some fun.

Robin:
'The comedian may have adopted the children but it is not a wise decision to jump to the conclusion'.

Priya:
What?

Robin:
It's fucking mad.

Leila:
What is this website called?

Priya:
I'm going to look up my net worth.

Robin:
There's like three or four. Like if you Google yourself and net worth, these things just like. 

Leila:
I don't think I have one. I don't think I'm famous enough unfortunately.

Robin:
Leila Navabi spends most of her money sliming.

Leila:
Sliming yeah [laughs]. No just all these articles.

Priya:
No one has even guessed my net worth, which fair enough. 

Robin:
But they had guessed that you're deaf. 

Leila:
You'll have guessed, yeah exactly what the fuck? 

Priya:
That's so weird, I wonder where that's come from?

Robin:
So bizarre.

Leila:
It's like the third search. That's quite nuts.

Priya:
That's bizarre.

Leila:
Do you reckon it's because of your accent people are like maybe she's deaf?

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah I bet that some like English people are like, why does she sound like that? She must just be deaf. 

Priya:
Strange.

Robin:
Yeah very bizarre. We were talking about fetishes. 

Leila:
Yeah.
Priya:
Yes.

Robin:
Feet, slime, websites. 

Leila:
What's the most boring one that exists? 

Robin:
Boring fetish? It would be like fucking like sexy nurse wouldn't it? Something like that?

Priya:
Yeah. 

Robin:
Does that count as a fetish? Or is that just some role play?

Leila:
I don't know. I'm still not over that we ran out of PPE and that community had to lend us PPE.

Priya:
Oh my god yeah.

Robin:
What?

Leila:
We ran out of PPE.

Priya:
The fetish site.

Robin:
What gave the UK PPE because we hadn't bought enough?

Leila:
Well they were in the UK but they have to like gift it to however.

Robin:
Like sexy stuff as opposed to actual medical stuff? That's fucking mad, is that true?

Priya:
Yeah they offered it up to health boards but it was like real PPE, there are people out there who are into like the real stuff.

Robin:
Right.

Priya:
Which was fine before the pandemic but.

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
Imagine being into PPE and walking around now? You'd be having the best time of your life.

Robin:
Yeah, yeah the pandemic has been really good for you.

Leila:
Yeah you had the best time ever. Like sitting and being like I need to do another PCR and just watching everyone. 

Robin:
Yeah. Yeah that's so true. 

Leila:
Eww. People walk among us. I mean not shaming, good for you.

Robin:
[Laughs] Yeah you're having the time of your life. So Priya you think that he's not the asshole, his girlfriend is the asshole? 

Priya:
He's not the asshole, he's making wise decisions.
Leila:
[Sighs] I don't think anyone is an asshole in this scenario.

Robin:
I think he is. I think he sounds like a prick. 

Leila:
Oh my god we all have different opinions. 

Robin:
This is like the first time.

Leila:
This has to be the last episode.

Robin:
OK bye.

Leila:
We've won Here to Judge now.

Robin:
We have judged. 

Priya:
So we can never be in a room together ever again.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
Lest we agree on anything. 

Leila:
I don't think anyone's an asshole in this scenario. I just think I don't know.

Robin:
I just think he's on Reddit trying to get people to dunk on his girlfriend online after just saying that he was trying to project her online, I don't know.

Leila:
Yeah I agree. Like what's he going to do with this information?

Priya:
Yeah. 

Leila:
Do you know what I mean? Like what? 

Priya:
I feel like for all of these people the act of being on Reddit makes him an asshole regardless of whatever they've typed out.

Leila:
Very true. 

Robin:
Because also people on Reddit are going to be like 'Show us her feet'. 

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Ugh yeah they are.

Robin:
Like the first time underneath this.

Leila:
Do you reckon he will as well? I bet he will be like OK fine.

Robin:
They'll break up and then get into feet in a big way. He's probably just annoyed that like her feet could potentially overshadow his shit YouTube channel.

Priya:
Oh for sure he will. For sure he will. They will. It's too early in the morning.

Leila:
And for the record it's half past ten.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
It is early. It's like yeah nine hours earlier than we usually do this. Can you tell? Let us know.

Leila:
Let us know in the comments below. I don't think we have that. But I would love some reviews please listeners. 

Robin:
Have we had any more reviews recently since um?

Leila:
No I've checked to see if there was any. Because I wanted to see if that person had come back?

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. 

Priya:
A retort.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
The other side of the story.

Robin:
Oh right to reply, yeah, yeah.

Leila:
The rebuttal in the feud. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yes please leave us a review. And we may well read it on the podcast.

Leila:
Yeah, what did he say Priya? He was like 'Yeah that one's about probably five less than that one'.

Robin:
He's doing units!

Leila:
He's done units.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Ah, it was fantastic, he's got it. He got it faster than you both did. 

Robin:
[Laughs] He's got it. I don't know what it is, but he's got it.

Priya:
By George he's got it. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
'Am I the asshole for not giving my younger siblings anything out of my inheritance? My dad suddenly passed away, I was close to him and I was his only child. After my parents divorced, my mum got remarried to a man who was an asshat. He always bullied me for playing video games, and because I’m fat (I'm not going to sugar coat it). Priya:

Robin:
Yeah. So these kids have no interaction with this guy, his dad? 

Priya:
No.

Robin:
Because they were from the remarriage right? 

Priya:
Right yeah. And this guy isn't close to his mum now so I doubt there would be any contact with his dad.

Robin:
So it's basically like splitting your inheritance with two people who you might have met like three or four times?

Leila:
Yeah. I don't get this. I'm lost. Why is he trying to make, why?

Robin:
That feels like a, this has come from the stepdad. Oh this money is coming, I want my kids to have it as well, why is he getting this? 

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
And the mum is trying to appease. Or maybe the mum is awful and believes that as well. 

Priya:
He doesn't really mention the mum. It's just his grandmother that he says 'You should give them a little bit'. 

Leila:
You know the Bisto Gravy woman?

Priya:
Uh no but go on.

Leila:
Is it Bisto gravy? Lynda Bellingham. 

Robin:
I know Lynda Bellingham's name but what's the Bisto Gravy link? 

Leila:
So Lynda Bellingham was a Loose Woman and I think she was the woman who did the Bisto Gravy ad? It was gravy or it was something.

Robin:
Right.

Leila:
And she did those adverts and basically she died and like in her feeble state, this is all alleged OK? So don't sue me. Her husband was like 'You should leave all your money to me and not the sons' and so she left all the money to him and then he said 'It was her last wish that I toured the world'. So he didn't give any of the money to the sons.

Priya:
Oh my god.

Leila:

Leila:

Robin:
Um that's insane. 

Leila:
My life is, I love this feud. I think inheritance battles are like the most poisonous things aren't they? 

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
They've like ripped many family apart.

Robin:
Any sort of money and family stuff is just fucking awkward isn't it like?

Leila:
Mm.

Priya:
Never going to end well.

Robin:
No totally. But like yeah when there's like tons of siblings and stuff and it starts to. I mean that's why like what you want is like an open will reading. Hasn't (Name?) got a joke about this?
Leila:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah. It's really good.

Robin:
He's going to leave it all to the dog or something. 

Leila:
Yeah I think that's the plan isn't it. 

Priya:
She's like, can we talk about what she does in her show? We should mention it on here.

Leila:
Go and see (Name?) Absolutely Not in Edinburgh 2022. Is that what it's going to be called? They might call it something new I don't know.

Robin:
Um? No I don't think this guy is the asshole. I don't think that he should give any of this money if he doesn't want to. I guess the sons aren't the same as the dad who is a bully. Like if had a relationship with his kids then maybe he would want to but yeah it's not for him to do that if he doesn't want to.

Priya:
No. 

Leila:
I agree.

Priya:
Also what if his mum keeps having kids? She's got one of the way. Is he going to be expected to give money to any future kids as well?

Robin:
Yeah just provide for that like.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Because presumably the mum would have got some money in the will as well? 

Priya:
Not necessarily if she's an ex wife.
Leila:
How much money? 

Robin:
Did they get divorced did they? Oh yes they did.

Priya:
I assume so. Yeah because she's gotten remarried didn't she? 

Robin:
Mm.

Leila:
How much money is it though?

Priya:
It doesn't say. It said that giving a little bit to their siblings wouldn't hurt him financially. 

Robin:
If it's like 20 million pounds then you could give them like a grand each or something couldn't you?

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
For having a bad father.

Leila:
Yeah like a, what's it called? Like a compensation. Like you are owed a compensation. 

Robin:
Yeah parental PPI. 

Priya:
I will just say that I looked up Lynda Bellingham and I've never seen that face before in my life. 

Leila:
You've not watched enough Loose Women.

Robin:
'Am I the asshole for getting mad at my wife when she talks condescendingly about our son's work? My son is a professional aerial performer and is currently performing in this large and popular horror themed circus where we live. I know I may be biased but in my opinion he's really good and it's just amazing to watch him perform his tricks and stunts. My wife however will just tell people he works "in the circus". Leila:
Imagine being like that about your? I don't understand like what the?

Priya:
Imagine being the son and doing like hours and hours and hours of training a day to be able to do these crazy tricks. And like loads and loads of time must have gone into learning how to do that. And then having your mum be like 'He juggles or something'. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
He makes balloons.

Priya:
This is my mum's approach to stand-up though.

Robin:
Sure [laughs].

Priya:
Every time she sees a clown she's like 'Look it's my daughter' [laughs].

Leila:

Priya:
Yes.

Leila:

Robin:
What a journey.

Priya:
Pôl Hall.

Leila:
Or you just call him Pol, P-O-L, Pol Hall and then you move up north. 

Robin:
Mm.

Leila:
Pol Hall from...

Priya:
Thoughts on that name Robin?

Robin:
I know people called Pôl. And I know people with the surname Hall.

Priya:
Mm-hmm.

Robin:
I've never met a Pôl Hall whether he be small or tall.

Leila:
Just you wait. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Give it a couple of years. 

Robin:
I think it sounds like a lovely stage name. Um Tall Pôl Hall.

Leila:
Small Pôl Hall. Imagine a small Pôl Hall in the (speaks Welsh).

Robin:
Would he be bullied?

Priya:
Yeah, oh yeah but by me.

Robin:
Sure [laughs]. Look at this clown. 

Leila:
Every day of his life. 

Robin:
Look at how small he is, he's one week old Priya.

Leila:
I will honestly, I'm going to like haunt that child's life. Like everywhere it walks I'll be like 'Did you know that your mother refused to call you Pôl Hall?' And it's going to have the most boring name isn't it?

Robin:
You're going to haunt Pôl Hall?

Leila:
I'm going to haunt Pôl Hall yeah.

Priya:
A gall for Pôl Hall. Gall doesn't really rhyme.

Leila:
A gall? Gall bladder.

Priya:
Gall doesn't rhyme.

Leila:
Pôl Hall.

Robin:
You are going to dress up as the ghost of Lynda Bellingham and haunt. 

Leila:
[Laughs] And haunt Pôl Hall.

Robin:
And haunt small Pôl Hall. 

Leila:
Small [laughs] Imagine. I think that's such a good name.

Robin:
I think he could be a lord as well. I don't know I'm just thinking. Was one of the BBC director general's Lord Hall, Tony Hall?

Leila:
Yeah Tony Hall.

Robin:
But like a Lord Pôl Hall. Lord Pôl Hall who is small. 

Leila:
Lord Pôl Hall that is small.

Priya:
Small Pôl Hall.

Robin:
How small are we talkin'?

Priya:
Oh we'd have to stay very small so I'd have to give him anti growth stuff. 

Leila:
[Laughs] Fucking hell.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
For the name to work. Or too much growth hormone so he gets very tall. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
Oh and then he could be in the circus and he could join this aerial performer and they could live happily ever together.

OK but he couldn't be an aerial performer if he's like massively tall. 

Priya:
This is why we keep him small.

Leila:

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:

Priya:
No!
Robin:

Tall Pôl Hall and Small Pôl Hall.

Robin:

Small Halls.

Robin:
Small Halls [laughs]

Priya:
Take your Small Hall medication.

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:
Every morning. 

Robin:
Not you. Tall Halls for you. I like it, it's growing on me, unlike him [laughs].

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
It's cute, that's a really cute name, I think you should use it. Um Pôl, Pôl Hall.

Priya:
Hall Hall.

Robin:
So the woman's an asshole.

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
The woman's an asshole, she's an asshole.

Priya:
Yeah she's an asshole obviously.
