Is it any good?

Priya:
Yeah I think come to the recording and you'll find out.

Priya:
Welcome to Here to Judge where we scour the internet to dissect dilemmas and decide who's to blame. Here to Judge today is me, Priya Hall.


Robin:
Me, Robin Morgan.
Leila:
And me, Leila Navabi. 


Hello dear Here to Judge listener, today's Here to Judge is brought to you by Fuck [Bleep]. [Bleep]have poisoned me with their Panini. I had a mozzarella Panini which I shouldn't have done because I'm allergic to cheese. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
This is not the point. I was food poisoned by the [Bleep]Cafe in Cardiff on Newport Road. I have never been so sick in my entire life. I was sick eight times throughout the night and the day. I still haven't been able to eat anything properly. I honestly think I'm going to die. Yesterday I had to check with Priya how you'd say die in Welsh so that if I needed to fast-forward through NHS 111 and use the Welsh line or to do that, I knew how to day [speaks Welsh] which means I'm going to die. I really thought I was going to die. I haven't died yet but I figured one more Here to Judge for luck before I die is good and it can be released posthumiously is that what it's called?

Priya:
Posthumously.

Leila:
Posthumously and I can't speak English either, just to confirm. And at the end what will happen is there will be an in memoriam to me. Thank you for listening, enjoy the last episode, I'm not going to eat any of those, because I don't fucking want to because I feel sick. I'm just here as a spectator. For someone who said they're not going to do it, I'm the only one that's talking.
Priya:
[Laughs] It's a difficult time to have to tell you that Robin and I are major stakeholders in [Bleep]. 

Leila:
Well then you're responsible, you should buy me a house. 

Robin:
We will buy the furnishings for your house.

Priya:
For you to die in. 

Leila:
I've never been to the cafe in [Bleep].

Robin:
I didn't know they had a cafe if I'm completely honest. I'm sceptical they do.

Leila:
Yeah it was horrible. I can't stop thinking about where that sandwich was made now.

Priya:
Yeah it wasn't in [Bleep] because where would they have made it? 

Leila:
I don't know.

Priya:
In the curtains bit?

Robin:
I love that you started by saying that they had poisoned you like it was an act of like Russian sabotage. 

Leila:
Yeah it was.

Priya:
It was [laughs].

Leila:
It was.

Priya:
They needed this podcast to stop, it was doing too much damage to them. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Honestly I'm too ill to be out but once this is over I hope they're ready for the wrath.

Priya:
Oh they're going to get some formal formally written letters.

Leila:
They're going to get what we're going to call the rapture. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
What were you looking for in [Bleep] sorry to bring it up. You hadn't gone in there to eat obviously.

Leila:
No, I needed to buy some new bed sheets because I haven't got any that fit my bed. So that's where I went and yes I stopped off for a little Panini. I know, I know, fuck. Do you want to know what happened the whole day?

Priya:
Should we explain what happened the whole day?

Leila:
Yeah go on you do it. 

Priya:
I went to the dentist, I've not been to the dentist in ten years because I have dentist related trauma. I was very scared. The only way Leila could get me to go was to promise to take me out to do something nice afterwards. My nice thing of choice was [Bleep]. 

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
And now Leila's dying [laughs].

Leila:
OK the actual story is so funny is that a few weeks ago we were having like a brunch and I went on my stoic rant about how I think it's really weird when people don't go to the dentist and so many people I know just don't go. And Priya was deadly silent. And then we found out that she hadn't been for ten years. And so I made her book an appointment there and then. And then she asked me to go with her because she's so terrified, so I went with her. And then yes the treat afterwards was, I will drive to [Bleep].
Priya:
[Laughs] I'm so sorry.
Robin:
We'll put something like comedy vomit sound effects all over it I think. I think that's the way to do it.

Priya:
Yeah. To like bleep out the name, just repeatedly bleep out every time you say [Bleep]. 

Robin:
Yeah [laughs] X poisoned me. 

Leila:
Aren't we all proud of Priya though? Aren't we all proud of Priya facing her biggest fear though, that's amazing.

Robin:
Are your teeth OK?

Priya:
Yeah I have to have three fillings. So no, is the answer. 

Robin:
That's pretty good for a decade mate.

Leila:
For ten years!

Priya:
Also these aren't real teeth and they need to be replaced but I knew that going in 'cause they were meant to last five years and they've lasted ten. 

Leila:
The way you said that on the podcast was literally like all your teeth weren't real.

Priya:
Yes I was 100% convinced that I was going to have to have all of my teeth removed and replaced with wooden teeth.

Robin:
Wood? [Laughs] Why, why, why wood?

Priya:
If it's good enough for Elizabeth the 1st it's good enough for me.

Robin:
OK. Um. Yeah, no further questions. Yeah that's fine.

Priya:
Thank you.

Robin:
And I didn't realise your teeth weren't real teeth.

Priya:
These two, for the listener it's not my two front teeth, it's the ones just next to them. 

Robin:
It's like the best friends of your front two teeth isn't it?

Priya:
Yes exactly. Did not grow in properly. So I've got tiny little fangs. So what happened was they built real looking teeth on top of them. 

Robin:
Sure.

Priya:
But they were only meant to last five years and as mentioned I haven't been to the dentist in ten years. They're still there. 

Robin:
Yeah that's pretty good.

Priya:
So they need to be replaced before they drop out of my head. But um apart from that everything is fine, everyone is good. Don't worry about it.

Robin:
Leila's been poisoned. Priya's teeth are falling out [laughs].

Priya:
Everyone stop panicking!

Leila:
But we said we must schedule a recording for directly after your next appointment. 

Priya:
For I will have three fillings, here, here, here. So I won't be able to speak.

Robin:
Will you be a bit wobbly? OK great. Well that's fine.

Leila:
So we'll do the numb episode. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
And we'll play Lincoln Park Numb, just quietly throughout it all.

Robin:
Yeah. We'll see how many Numb/Encore references we can get in from Collision Course the album.

Priya:
I mean I'll be getting none in because I won't be able to speak. 

Robin:
You'll be able to get some of like the synth samples because you'll be like wah, wah, wah, wah.

Leila:
Yeah, yeah [laughs].

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Shall we do the podcast? [laughs]

Priya:
Yes I think we should start the podcast. 

Robin:
I would love it so much if they got sponsorship from [Bleep] for this episode.

Priya:
Oh I would love that.

Robin:
Like an advert for it [laughs].

Priya:
But specifically their restaurant which is called Pausa.

Robin:
The new Panini.

Leila:
It's called what?

Priya:
Pausa I think it was called. I do not recommend.

Robin:
Pausa, does that mean anything in Italian? I'm guessing it's Italian.

Leila:
Pausan Leila.

Priya:
Pausan Leila [laughs] We should have known!

Leila:
It's totally poison. 

Priya:
When we went in they offered us some um...

Leila:
Enough[laughs]

Priya: 
...sandwiches that had been reduced to 50p and they were egg salad sandwiches. 

Robin:
Oh my god.

Priya:
And Leila said earlier that she thinks she might have actually died if she'd eaten one of them. 

Robin:
Yeah so what was yours? Just mozzarella and pesto? 

Priya:
And tomato.

Leila:
Oh my god.

Priya:
And salmonella probably.

Robin:
Sure.

Leila:
And parasitical worms.

Robin:
Oh mate.


[Here to Judge Interim Music]

Priya:
'Am I the asshole for not balding? My dad is bald.  Five of my six brothers are bald and my last brother is on his way. My uncle is balding and apparently my grandfathers on both sides had no hair too. I'm 34, past the age any of them had lost their hair and I still have all of mine. Apparently being bald is some bizarre cult identity for all of the guys in my family now and every time there is a family gathering there is huge drama. I have been told to shave to shave my head and been accused uh bumba'

Leila:
[Laughs] Accused of what? Bumbera.

Robin:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I'm so delirious.

Robin:
She's just had dental surgery Leila, leave her alone.

Leila:
She's not had dental surgery yet.

Priya:
[Laughs] 'I have been told to shave my head and been accused by my brothers of getting secret hair transplants, using anti-baldness medication etc. My dad won't speak to me right now because over Christmas he kept joking that I wasn't actually his child and saying I should go and check with a doctor to check everything is okay. I got very angry and told him it was ridiculous and being bald shouldn't be part of their Identities. I am very happy and proud of my hair and the whole thing just feels ridiculous and smells like jealousy to me. They think I am an asshole for the crime of having hair and for not laughing along. But the jokes barely conceal some real contempt and I've had enough of it. Am I the asshole for not balding?' [Laughs] Too long, didn't read. I've got hair, everyone else hasn't and they're angry about it. 

Robin:
Yeah that's a fair sum up. No I don't think he's the asshole. I feel like his family members are obviously a bit sensitive about it. But to make your one haired family member shave seems extreme. 

Priya:
Behaired family member.

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
I feel like he can't be the asshole right because he cannot help having hair.

Robin:
Yeah it's hair shaming.

Priya:
Do you know what I would do if I was the dad? 

Robin:
Go on.

Priya:
I would go in while he was sleeping and just gradually tweeze out hairs. 

Leila:
What tweeze them out? 

Priya:
Tweeze them out. 

Leila:
Before you'd shave it or cut it? 

Priya:
No, no I'd want to do it gradually.

Robin:
But tweezing would wake him up every night. 

Priya:
But he wouldn't be like wake up.

Leila:
Yeah a tweezer would wake him up because it's painful.

Priya:
You drug him.

Robin:
[Laughs] This has gone. 

Leila:
That took a turn didn't it Pri?

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Bloomin' heck.

Priya:
Well you don't want to shave all of his hair off so he wakes up and he's like, 'Oh my god I've lost all of my hair overnight!' You want him to think it's natural. 

Robin:
Mm yeah good. And you want to him to think that his...

Priya:
So you drug him. Tweeze him.

Robin:
...descendancy  into barbiturates is also quite natural. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I really like your bit in stand-up Pri about barbiturates.

Priya:
Oh thank you.

Robin:
Is that where I got it from? I never use the word barbiturates. Oh yeah it's about your man.

Priya:
Mm-hmm, mm-hmm.

Leila:
It's my favourite word you say in your stand-up.

Priya:
Barbiturates.

Leila:
Yeah. 

Priya:
OK good. 

Leila:
Hoo.
Priya:
You're out [laughs] I feel like just every now and then we're just going to hear a hoo. 

Leila:
I just need to lay down like this. OK, I don't think he's an asshole, I think he's just got hair.

Robin:
[Laughs] Yeah.

Priya:
[Laughs] That's how I want to be described, I don't think she's an asshole, she's just got hair, you know?

Robin:
I think that would be a really nice tombstone, like an epitaph. 

Priya:
Had hair, not asshole.

Robin:
Had hair, not asshole. Too long, didn't read [laughs].

Priya:
My mum started greying when she was like 20 years old and I haven't really started greying until like this year. And she's not salty about it.

Leila:
You have not started greying?

Priya:
I've got grey hairs but like not lots of them. But my mum isn't like angry about it even though she went grey.

Robin:
What did your mum do? Did she dye her hair or did she embrace it?

Priya:
Oh yeah she dyes her hair real hard. She dies it jet black. 

Robin:
Every day.

Priya:
Every day. She has Indian hair, she has to dye it I would say once every three days. 

Robin:
Really?

Priya:
Nah once a week though.
Robin:
What do you mean by Indian hair?

Priya:
It just grows very, very fast.

Robin:
Does it? That's interesting. My mum has never dyed her hair to my knowledge.

Leila:
Really?

Robin:
But my grandmother still has pretty black hair and she's in her 90s. 

Leila:
What?

Priya:
She's in her 90s and she's got black hair?

Robin:
I think she's...

Priya:
She's been lying to you.

Robin:
I think she's tweezering other care home residents and gluing them onto her face.

Leila:
You've got really good hair haven't you?

Priya:
Yeah you've got great hair.

Robin:
I have got good hair, it's the one part. But I hated my hair all throughout my teenage life because I could never spike it up like all my friends had it spiked. Because it's so like thick and big. And all I wanted was thin spikes like Derek from Sum 41. 

Leila:
Eww.

Priya:
No.

Leila:
No you smashed it, you actually smashed it.

Robin:
But now I'm really happy because now I'm not balding. 

Leila:
Look at that hairline.

Priya:
Lovely.

Leila:
Look at that hairline.

Robin:
It's a good hairline mate, it's a good hairline.

Priya:
The curl as well, the waves.

Leila:
The curl, the hairline. 

Priya:
Delicious.

Leila:
It's fantastic and you've not even saved one drop of sperm for the poor lesbians out there.

Robin:
Have I told you that I got a letter saying that it's successful, I'm now sterile?

Priya:
Why would you say that to her when she's clearly so upset that she can't have any of your sperm? 

Robin:
I assume this is why you got ill because you felt it in the universe. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah I felt it in the universe, I was so disgusted and I thought the only gentlemen with a good hairlines in this world who I would trust to inseminate my egg, are unfortunately not sterile. Basically my body's on strike now. Like my purpose as a cis gendered woman has been rendered benign and I am slowly decaying. 
Priya:
I would say not slowly, you've decayed quite quickly in the past day [laughs].

Leila:
The viewers can't see where we're filming, I'm very glad they can't. I am laying across the sofa, I'm so sorry.

Robin:
This feels like a letter from the Boer War. My body is decaying, I've been hearing terrible news.

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:
I've succumb to the shock.

Leila:
Ever seen The King and I before?

Robin:
I haven't no, is it about this?

Leila:
Oh it's not really. RIP. 

Robin:
[Laughs] Are you the king in this? 

Priya:
RIP the king [laughs]

Leila:
RIP to the king.

Robin:
King of the podcast Leila Navabi.

Leila:
[Sings] King of the Pod. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Any other thoughts?

Priya:
Not the asshole, enjoy your hair, I hope it makes you very happy. 

Leila:
Because you've got all the greys...

Robin:
Leila Navabi will be in touch.

Leila:
Leila Navabi will always be in touch if you've got a hair transplant. 

Priya:
What?

Leila:
What? I don't know anymore.

Robin:
Two of my friends are thinking about getting hair transplants at the moment. They're thinking of going over to Turkey and getting them.

Priya:
Why is Turkey such a hotspot for hair transplants?

Robin:
I think it's cheap.

Priya:
Oh.

Robin:
Cheaper than sort of Harley Street London type vibes. I think that's the plan. 

Leila:
I think I'm going to get a hair transplant. 

Robin:
What are you going to get?

Priya:
Where?

Leila:
I'm going to get hair transplanted onto my elbows.

Priya:
Oh delicious. Long hair?

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
Good.

Leila:
Yeah long sprawling hair.

Robin:
Oh nice, like coasters.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
Like a horse's mane but on your elbows.

Leila:
Yeah. Do you think that would suit me?

Priya:
Yes. It would be like you know when someone's wearing a fringed leather jacket. 

Robin:
[Draws breath] Yeah that's cool and when you're dancing it will sort of whip back and forth and stuff.

Priya:
Yeah [laughs].

Leila:
Me dancing? Like I always do. 

Robin:
Yeah I mean also like when you do in like a week it will be like over your coffin lid. Just like over the side.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
You think she's making it a week?

Leila:
I'm not making it a week. After this podcast recording I'm gone. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Is this your final? Like when they say 'She just needed to say her final goodbye'. 

Priya:
This is her swan song.

Robin:
How fucking sad.

Leila:
This is my flight song. 

Robin:
Episode like 54 of a podcast. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Imagine. How long have we been doing this now?

Robin:
I think, are we in our 50s? Producer Jo, are we in our 50s?

Leila:
We're in our 50s. This is, look audition for the part of Leila Navabi in the next series of Here to Judge because I will not be here.

Priya:
You're going to have to visit a lot of [Bleep] for research.

Leila:
Stop saying [Bleep].

Priya:
Sorry [laughs]

Leila:
Whenever you say [Bleep] I think I'm going to die. 

Robin:
[Laughs] I still can't believe that they sell food.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
Are they trying to sort of capitalise on the IKEA thing?

Leila:
It's was like an crone who came up, 'Here's an apple, hangry?' and we were like 'Yeah'.

Priya:
With a poisoned Panini.

Leila:
We don't sell food here, we do now. Take this glimmering apple, it's fine. And then.

Priya:
£3.75.

Leila:
I'm actually going to have to live in a bin now.

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
Oh dear.

Robin:
Uh yeah so what are we deciding? Is this guy and asshole or not an asshole? 

Leila:
[Sings] Not an asshole, just has hair.

Priya:
Not an asshole.

Robin:
Not an asshole. 

Leila:
That's the jingle [laughs].

Robin:
What was the jingle?

Priya:
[Sings] Not an asshole, just got hair.

Leila:
Yeah not an asshole but just got hair. 


[Here to Judge Interim Music]

Robin:
Um by the way this won't work for in terms of when this comes out but the last week's episode in terms of the editing and musicals things, I was a big fan of.

Leila:
I listened to it last night after I was sick. 

Robin:
Which is the perfect accompaniment to this podcast.

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
I had to turn it off when everyone started talking about bangers but there we are.

Robin:
Oh bangers.

Priya:
Bangers. I haven't listened to it all the way through but I heard the bangers bit because Leila said I had to listen to it.

Robin:
Have you got any bangers?

Leila:
It's really funny [laughs] Sorry we're out of bangers. We are bang out of bangers.

Robin:
Eventually when we sell out like The Apollo people will bring their own bangers, BYOB and then they'll just throw bangers at us, raw meat [laughs].

Leila:
I think when I die I could be replaced on the podcast with a banger.

Priya:
I can't believe it wasn't a banger that killed you.

Leila:
I wish it was. At least then I could like have some integrity. 

Robin:
Yeah it's bad going out on mozzarella isn't it?

Priya:
Mm. 

Leila:
From [Bleep]. 

Robin:
Will they be able to keep that in? Or will we just have to say like a...

Priya:
Well no because it is fact that [Bleep] poisoned Leila. 

Leila:
If they sue me.

Priya:
Sue, I dare them.

Robin:
I'm not a lawyer but I don't think we can say a shop poisoned. 

Leila:
They did, they did though, they did, they did.

Priya:
Where was the lie?

Leila:
They actually did. I actually will take them down. This is not the view of Little Wander or any of the production or crew involved. Only the views of Leila Navabi and she stands by them because guess what? You did poison her. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Don't eat at [Bleep]. Just don't do it to yourself. 

Priya:
Jo So has made a really good point that outing yourself has really weakened your claim, you're allergic to cheese.

Robin:
That was within the first sentence as well. 'They poisoned me, I am allergic to mozzarella but'. 

Leila:
No, I'm not allergic, I'm never like this. This is awful, this is so awful.

Robin:
It's like a true crime Netflix series where you go, I can't believe they said that. I can't believe they admitted it.

Leila:
Never ever do it ever again, never do it. Don't go there. Listen everyone knows [Bleep] is normally another thing, another place you could eat. It's always in like a retail park, it's always in a place.
Priya:
You suggested the TGI Fridays and I said 'No' [laughs].

Leila:
Yeah I was like 'Shall we just go to TGI Fridays instead?' and you went 'No, I want a Panini from [Bleep]' I think that Priya Hall is conspiring to kill me.

Priya:
I'm so sorry.

Leila:
Together with the woman from [Bleep].

Priya:
But I don't think I said 'I want a Panini from [Bleep] we were going into [Bleep] anyway and I said 'Oh they've got a cafe in [Bleep]' 

Robin:
No one has ever gone, 'You know what I fancy? A Panini from [Bleep]'. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
It did look like the sort of thing that had just put up for the day as a prank.
Priya:
Like they had this section in the store and they were trying to make it look good.

Leila:
There was no one else there, there was no one else there. 

Priya:
No.

Leila:
The woman that had served us, it looked like we'd woken up from a 500 year slumber. 

Priya:
She was like a mirage but like a bad one.

Robin:
Was it like an Apprentice task?

Priya:
Maybe. 

Leila:
Yeah it probably was. It looked the logo was made out of Comic Sans. I've actually gone delirious now, I don't even know what's happening.

Robin:
You're fired, you poisoned Leila, you're fired. 

Leila:
[Laughs] Oh god.

Robin:
Shall I do the next one?

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
OK, Mumsnet. 'Would I be unreasonable to report my neighbour's new treehouse? I have DC (darling children) and we are friendly with neighbours. We live in a semi rural area but our garden is (was) completely private. We enjoy that. There are no other neighbours in close proximity. So our neighbour started work on a huge treehouse in a tree at the back of their garden. It's at the very bottom of their garden, nowhere near their house. The treehouse is about 5 foot from our kitchen window and looks directly into it. It's all we now see looking out our kitchen window. It completely dominates our view. It also blocks all light into the kitchen. It's a big shed on stilts with overlooking windows and added fairy lights. It used to be pitch black outside our window and now it's lit up in the evenings. Robin:
Oh.

Leila:
I hate these people.

Priya:
Oh I think the treehouse should be there, I just think they should stand by their convictions if they don't want it there anymore.

Robin:
OK. Not to bring up planning permission but it wouldn't contravene anything I don't think. Because it's like a treehouse, it's on their property. 

Priya:
They have made it sound massive.

Robin:
Yeah but I think this person is overreacting. I think they're exaggerating hugely.

Priya:
Oh yeah for sure. They're on Mumsnet so we can assume they're exaggerating. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah.

Priya:
That's a given.

Robin:
It also sounds really nice. With loads of fairy lights and stuff. It sounds really pretty.

Priya:
Yeah. 

Robin:
I'd quite like it.

Priya:
Mm. Why are their adults in it?

Robin:
Um? Yeah good question. 

Leila:
I've never seen a real life treehouse, only in the American programmes.

Robin:
Yeah. 

Priya:
I've seen them but I've never been in one. 

Leila:
Oh really?

Priya:
Yeah. In like posh areas you see them every now and then. 

Robin:
I've never seen or been in one.

Priya:
There's one Rhiwbina. 

Leila:
Where?

Robin:
Should we go?

Priya:
Um? I don't know the street name but I walk past it sometimes and I think oh my god an actual treehouse.

Robin:
Can you please (go to?) this treehouse Priya?

Leila:
Yeah. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Um, I have no trees in my garden. I don't think I would build one though.

Priya:
No. It feels unsafe.

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
It feels like you're really willing your children to fall out of a tree.

Robin:
And also your kids are going to grow out of that as well like when they're a certain again they're not going to go 'I'm just going to hang in the treehouse with no WiFi, really far away from the house, just to perv.'

Priya:
They're very close to your neighbour's house.

Robin:
That's true, maybe they're sort of wanking over Maureen, we just don't know do we? It could be that. Um, what would you do if a treehouse was erected five metres from your kitchen window? 

Priya:
Actually that is quite close to your window right?

Robin:
Super close. Yeah. I was about to say it's the distance from me to you but we're very much talking on a computer [laughs].

Priya:
Yeah [laughs]. 

Robin:
About the distance from you and that wall behind you. Right? 

Priya:
Um? Yeah.

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:
Um? Maybe but it's the kind of thing like they would use a little bit and then would just be unused for like 11 months of the year. 

Priya:
Mm.

Robin:
And like a huge expense, I just think it would be bullshit.

Priya:
Also it would rot in those 11 months, so the next time they used it, it would be a real dangerous thing. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
Also I'd have burnt it down, so.

Robin:
Yeah, yeah for sure.

Priya:
They won't be able to back into it.

Robin:
And also we 100% do not have the space. 

Priya:
Um? Not unreasonable, that's too close to your house. Burn it down.

Leila:
Burn it down. 
Robin:
Not unreasonable but don't burn it down.

Priya:
Mm interesting.

Leila:
Yeah I think I agree with Robin sorry. 

Robin:
Interesting.

Priya:
Coward.

Robin:
Mm? Coward OK.
