Leila:

Robin:

Priya:
Katherine Perry. 

Leila:
Katherine Perry [laughs].

Priya:
What would you do if you were in this position?

Robin:
As in, so my brother or sister had brought someone home and I'd slept with their partner and I couldn't place them? I don't know, I mean I'm the wrong person to be speaking about this. I can't imagine sleeping with someone and not remembering who they are?
Leila:
You said that like we were the sorts of people [laughs].
Robin:

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:

Leila:

Priya:
It's too late.

Leila:
It's too late but you don't want to be like double igloo sisters. You don't want to be igloo wives. 

Priya:
Oh god you wouldn't want to be igloo wives!

Robin:
No [laughs].

Priya:
I think I'd feel really uncomfortable shedding that light on that information. I think the only thing worse than being igloo sisters with your sister is knowing [laughs].

Leila:
Being between a rock and another rock. 

Priya:
A rock and another rock.

Robin:
Being igloo gravel. 

Priya:
Being in-between a cock and the same cock. 

Robin:
Cock and a hard place that's it isn't it? It's cock and a hard place.

Leila:
A cock and a rock.

Robin:
A cock and a hard rock. Is this a different podcast than what we normally do? This feels like something different. 

Leila:
I don't know who this character is. I feel like we have alter egos who are like very, very Welsh indeed.

Robin:
I feel like when we go on a proper tour, you know? 

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
Like the Here to Judge memo tour.

Priya:

Robin:

Priya:

Leila:

Leila:

Robin:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
[Sings to the tune of I Shot the Sheriff] I fucked your dad but I didn't fuck your granddaddy.

Leila:
That is so funny. Um? No you've got to bite the bullet and tell her, you have to.

Priya:

Robin:
Sure [laughs]

Priya:

Leila:

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:
Glyn Wise from Big Brother.

Leila:
Oh my god not this again [laughs].No. 

Robin:
Tom Jones. Alun Wyn Jones. 

Leila:
Who would you want to play you? Who captures your essence?

Priya:
Who captures my essence?

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
I mean they're all long dead Victorian vaudeville.

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:
No one's capturing my essence any time soon. 

Leila:
Charlie Chaplin.

Priya:
Charlie Chaplin [laughs].

Leila:
[Laughs] I actually think he'd do a really good job. 

Priya:
He would smash it. 

Leila:
Stick a little bob on him. So we offer Charlie Chaplin, he was talented. 

Robin:
[Laughs] Charlie Chaplin with a bob. 

Priya:
Who would play you?

Leila:
I don't know, who would play me?

Priya:
Um?

Leila:
I think like Bill and Ben the Flower Pot men. 

Priya:
Oh my god yes.

Leila:
In a trench coat.

Priya:
Oh sure, I was thinking they could alternate like they do with twins when they play babies.

Robin:
Off of like Equity Lords.
Priya:
Yeah because they'd get tired, they're so small.
Robin:
They're Flower Pot men.

Leila:
I think I've got the energy of Bill and Ben the Flower Pot Men.

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:

Priya:
