Leila:

Robin:

Leila:
Does he?

Priya:
Pooh Sticks.

Robin:
Ever play Pooh Sticks?

Leila:
No.

Robin:
It's when you walk in the park with your anus out and look for [laughs].

Leila:
[Laughs] Nice, nice, yeah. Oh god, oh that's really disturbing. If someone asks you to put it away, put it away.

Priya:
Yeah that feels like consent 101 right? 

Robin:
[Laughs] Yeah what is the word for? Oh it's consent that's the word. 

Leila:
This is very John Barrowman vibes isn't it?

Robin:
John Barrowman is Winnie the Pooh, if there was like a live action remake of Winnie the Pooh, like he would be perfect casting. Then again many male actors would be very good casting for it. 

Leila:
Oh god.

Priya:
A worrying number.

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. Headlines Winnie the #metoo. 

Priya:
Lovely.

Robin:
Would that be it?

Leila:
#mepooh.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
#Mepooh yeah that's good.

Priya:
There we go, there we go.

Robin:
#mepooh.

Leila:
Yes.

Robin:
Let's get it trending. 

Leila:
I hate this one and I also think that it's disgusting. 

Priya:
I think she should leave and just let him burn his own dick off in his own time.

Robin:
That's a new jingle I think. That's like the second verse of It's Time to Leave Your Partner. [Sings] Burn his dick off. 

Priya:
No let him burn his dick off. 

Robin:
Sure.

Priya:
You don't burn his dick off. There's no need for her to put that labour in. 

Robin:

Leila:
No.

Priya:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Very buoyant. 

Robin:
Buoyant [laughs] Yeah.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
It's a real presence in a room isn't it? In a bad way. 

Leila:
Yeah. Yeah.

Robin:
I mean yeah when it's like a non consensual cooking penis, sure. 

Priya:
Go on, defend penises. 

Leila:
I love the idea that the penis itself is cooking. It's got like a little hat on. It's like making ratatouille.  

Robin:
Yeah that's cute, it's got a comedy apron on with another penis in front of it. 

Leila:
Exactly [sings] fully cooking.

Robin:
Little hat on the tip.

Leila:
Yeah exactly.

Priya:
Sure, sure, sure, sure, sure. 

Robin:
Wooden spoon tasting it. 

Leila:
Doesn't he call the rat in Ratatouille Little Chef as well?

Priya:
Yeah Little Chef. 

Leila:
That's probably what he should call his penis then. 
Robin:

Leila:
No.

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:

Priya:

Do you think?

Robin:
I don't know a little bit of me.

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
Like when sort of like rugby lads or like drink each other's piss and stuff. 

Leila:
Let me suck your dick it will be so funny. 

Robin:
Yeah, yeah.

Leila:
It would be such jokes if I sucked your dick. 

Priya:
Did you say drink your piss, Robin?

Robin:
Well I...

Priya:
I feel like we skated past that.

Robin:
Sure well that's a given. 

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:

Priya:

Robin:
What are we talking about? Penises?

Priya:
Asshole.

Robin:
Asshole.

Leila:
Yes asshole. 

Robin:
Asshole/ penis.

Robin:

Priya:
Oh my god.

Leila:

Robin:

So Maisie knows that as the punch line but she'll forget the setup. So it will be knock, knock. Who's there? Pancake. Pancake who? Bless you.

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:
You wrote him a Valentine's Day card! I am obsessed that you did that for him. That is so cute.

Priya:
That's so cute.

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah.

Priya:

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Yeah I think so.

Priya:
And he's five.

Robin:
Yeah, I think you're either super worried about your level of parenting. Well if he does one day of rugby he's going to be drinking piss by six. You know that's on you, if that's happening early doors that's on you. 

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:
How has he got so much access to piss?

Robin:
Yeah [laughs].

Leila:
Oh my god.

Robin:
Whenever mother-in-law is written MIL it just likes like MILF is being misspelt.

Priya:
Sure.

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:
[Laughs] Like they're playing football and like Millwall.

Leila:
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah.

Robin:
When Millwall first 11 brought an emotional support goat to my house. 'My mother-in-law has never liked me' [laughs] Great opening. 'My mother-in-law has never liked me and we have a real clash of personalities. Leila:
Yeah. Um, hmm?

Priya:
Thoughts?

Robin:
I love her. 

Priya:
I'm like fully on the mother-in-law's side.

Robin:
I love her so much [laughs]

Priya:
I'm fully on the mother-in-law's side. She didn't specify what animal. A goat's an incredible comfort animal, they're great.

Leila:
Do you really think that?

Priya:
Oh my god the image of her leading a trotting little goat through someone's house. Perfection. 

Leila:
It sounds like going to a landlord 'I have a pet is that OK?' and then being like 'Yeah that's fine' and then turning up and it's like [goat noise] that's the exact noise a goat makes as well.

Priya:
I think we can all agree that that is funny right? That would be a funny thing to a landlord.

Robin:
Imagine just like that bit where she rings the bell and that bit where you're waiting for someone to answer the door. She's just there with a goat. 

Priya:
This is that...

Robin:
She'll be a second and then.

Priya:
Ignore the bitches Owen.

Leila:
I feel like every village has like a person who walks like a sheep or a goat. There was definitely a guy in Cardiff who used to walk a sheep around Rhiwbina who died. He died, I don't know what happened to the sheep. Did you have that? Did you have in your villages?

Leila:

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:

Robin:
[Laughs] Have some respect for yourself. 

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
It depends how big is the average goat and then look at how big is the average German Shepherd. 

Priya:
I genuinely can't, my laptop won't allow it.

Robin:
I'll do it. I'll do it now.

Leila:
Pri you're so wrong.

Priya:
I'm so sure that a German Shepherd is bigger than a goat. 

Robin:
How big is a goat? OK mass is the first thing.

Priya:
Let's do it by weight. I'll make a note, I've got a pen. I've lost my pen.
Robin:
OK. 20.

Leila:
No weight is not indicator of size. Weight is not an indicator of size! 

Priya:
As a starting point [laughs].

Leila:
No! No! I want length and height.

Robin:
Right so I'm on dimensions.com.

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
OK?

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
So shout out to dimensions.com. If we could get an advert for dimensions.com in this episode I would actually be really thrilled.

Leila:
I actually really would love to try that, yeah. 

Robin:
I think easyJet did one on the last one, I was like why are easyJet advertising on us? Whose listening to this going, 'I can afford a holiday'? We know our listeners. 

Priya:
They could afford an easyJet holiday fuckin' hell. 

Robin:
No they're scum, they're scum. Right. 

Leila:
Right.

Robin:
The average goat, you want height?

Priya:
Yes please.

Leila:
Yes.

Robin:
76 centimetres or 2.6 foot. Depending on whether you're European or not. 

Leila:
Are you regretting your decision to say that a German Shepherd is bigger Pri?

Priya:
A German Shepherd is way bigger than 76 centimetres. 

Leila:
2.6 foot. 

Priya:
I don't know what that means.

Robin:
Are you ready?

Priya:
Yeah. 

Robin:
74 centimetres.

Priya:

Robin:
And helpfully in this one they've got 29 inches.

Leila:
So I win.

Priya:
Yeah but only by 2 centimetres.

Leila:
So I win!

Priya:
And that's the average. That's the average, you get tiny goats. 

Leila:
