I think that's all the big hitters. 

Leila:
That's it. Or any like slur obviously.

Priya:
Sure.

Robin:
Sure. 'Fuck come here!' yeah, no that doesn't work. 

Priya:
Woof feels very tame. Woof feels like if you were in a dog park most dog owners would be like 'That's a funny name'.

Robin:
This one feels like a, aren't I funny type post? 

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Hey, my mother hates it, isn't she awful?

Priya:
Yeah their mum's probably just a bit like 'Oh that's a bit of a weird name'. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
Or they've probably said nothing to her and she just wants attention. 

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
God forbid people want attention in this world. 

Robin:
[Laughs] What should they do? Am I right?

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Eleven years doing stand-up OK. 

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Yeah I um? I don't know like Woof is quite a funny name but...

Priya:
My mum has a cat that was called Tamara when she got her and she renamed her Roger and frequently has arguments with her vets about it.

Robin:
OK.

Leila:
Why?

Priya:
Because the vet is like 'It's a girl' and my mum's like 'It  doesn't matter'. 

Leila:
I think that's a lovely name for a girl, Roger.

Priya:
Roger, it really suits her. 

Leila:
That's lovely. Alex Alden-Clark's cat is called Norman and it's a girl.
Priya:
Yes!

Leila:
And I love that as well.

Priya:
It kind of looks like Roger actually.

Leila:
Yes.

Robin:
Roger really works for a lady. 

Priya:
Yeah Roger.

Robin:
Like a very high class lady.

Priya:
Mm, Rog. 

Robin:
Rog.

Leila:
I think that's a unisex name. I think it's so cute. I feel the same about Norman. 

Priya:
Mm, yeah Norman works. 

Robin:
How do you spell Roger?

Priya:
R-O-G-E-R

Robin:
But for a female, would you change it or would you keep it?

Priya:
You spell it exactly the same.

Robin:
Would you?

Priya:
Mm-hmm.

Leila:
What would you change it to, to make it girly? 

Priya:
Yeah? Roger but with eyelashes on the O?

Leila:
[Laughs]

Robin:
Yeah obviously that.

Leila:
The O with a heart.

Robin:
An R-A-U-G-E-R.

Priya:
Rowger. [Rolling the Rs]

Leila:
Rowger yeah.

Robin:
This is a different podcast. This is something completely different.

Leila:
I thought it would be really funny if I just started doing your set about pets. 

Priya:
Yes, go on.

Leila:
And just out of nowhere and then I was like that would be weird.

Priya:
It would be a fun joke for me.

Leila:
Yeah it would be a fun joke for you if I just started going 'Oh I was doing this gig in Cardiff once and I asked an audience member'...
Priya:
Go on.

Robin:
Go on.

Leila:
...if they had a pet and she went 'Aww' and I went 'What's the pet?' [laughs]

Priya:
This is my actual stand-up comedy that she's doing yeah just.

Leila:
It's Aristotle...
Priya:
OK you've skipped, you've skipped a lot of it. 

Leila:
[Laughs]I skipped a lot of it.

Robin:
I think I know it. 

Priya:
Yeah of course you do, you've all seen my stand-up, we've gigged together a lot. 

Leila:
I'm trying to remember what happened then. So then you went like 'Oh' [laughs]

Priya:
Oh!

Leila:
She goes, 'I'm really sorry I have to ask you this' I said to the girl 'I'm really sorry I have to ask you this but Aristotle the Turtle, did you know that there's a difference between a tortoise and a turtle?' And she went 'I didn't know the difference!' And then I was doing this bit in a different place and a child, no, I said 'Does anyone know the difference?' and the child screamed 'Turtles are wet!' Thank you from Priya Hall goodnight.

That is the end of my set.

Leila:
That's my audition to play you in the...

Priya:
Almost perfectly done.

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
It's really actually quite disturbing watching your set being done to you by a close friend. 

Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:
[Laughs] And that's just my two cents. 

Leila:
That is funny.

Priya:
Well thank you. What my stand-up or you doing my stand-up?

Leila:
[Laughs] 

Robin:
I honestly feel like...

Priya:
I feel like you know how I don't like to watch myself do stand-up, it makes me feel physically sick. Now I know that hearing anyone else do my stand-up makes me feel physically sick again, so that's fun. 

Leila:
Why? I've just done it worse so.

Robin:
If you faked your death then you know that Leila could play you. You know what I mean?

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
If we did a Priya Hall residency at Vegas Leila could perform as you. 

Priya:
What I want right, is for me to fake my death and then for you both to just split up my jokes between the two of you. 

Leila:
What is the gig where comics do each other's sets?

Priya:
Oh that does happen, it's just a set swap isn't it? 

Leila:
Where does that happen?

Priya:
I don't think it happens frequently anywhere.

Leila:
Because I've got you nailed haven't I?

Priya:
Oh yeah I could smash yours I think. 

Leila:
No you couldn't!

Priya:
I could.

Leila:
Do it.

Priya:
No. 

Leila:
Exactly you couldn't.

Robin:
It's not a set list, it's called joke themes!

Priya:
Oh.

Leila:
Joke themes, that's funny. I was going to say, maybe keep this in for when we do it because then I'll have to be accountable. I want to start a gig in Cardiff called Underscored where all of you do a set and I sit there with a piano and score it as you're doing it. 

Robin:
Great.

Leila:
So that it has suspense and whatever. And that would be like [music] and then we'd go into whatever and then I think that would be fun to do. 

Priya:
So much fun.

Leila:
Wouldn't you love to have your set scored like it's a film?

Robin:
Uh yeah, I feel like my set is so cheap and dirty that it would need to be like a broken piano.

Priya:
[Laughs] Like a honky-tonk piano.

Leila:
No but you just put a set in so you just make it really.

Robin:
Yeah just constant bah.

Priya:
Like cabaret like vaudevillian. 

Leila:
Yeah oh my god I'm absolutely going to do that. That's me holding myself accountable to sort that out because I think it would be fun just for one night only.

Priya:
Lots of fun.

The pear skin of a slope.

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
How was that for you?

Priya:
Uh? Bad I would say. I did myself many injuries. 

Leila:
Did you injure yourself?

Priya:
I injured myself on a go-cart at Llangrannog on the same trip but I didn't injure myself with skiing.

Robin:
Did you leave just like, cast, cast, cast, cast, cast?

Priya:
It was severe bruising on my neck, it made me look like I'd been strangled at Llangrannog.

Leila:

Priya:
Oh dolphins can have Welsh accents, I don't think they speak Welsh.

Robin:
I think you're referencing a joke in the Radio Wales pilot 'What just happened?' 

Priya:
Am I?

Robin:
Mm-hmm.

Priya:
Is there a joke in there about Welsh dolphins?

Robin:
I think dolphins have Welsh accents and fish that have English accents are just salmon. 

Priya:
Yes.

Leila:
Oh yeah that was good, that was really good. 

Robin:
Would you ever wanted to learn to ski?

Leila:
No. No. No.

Priya:
Why would you want to be in the snow on sticks? No. 

Leila:
I'm happy with the length of my feet.

Priya:
Exactly. 

Robin:
That's a nice thing to say. 

Leila:
And the capabilities that come with that. 

Robin:
Yeah.

Leila:
I don't feel the need to elongate them. I don't feel.

Robin:
Would you want to snowboard? If you could choose like.
Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
See I agree Lei.

Priya:
No.

Leila:
Yeah that's more like cool isn't it?

Priya:
Isn't too restrictive? Your legs are stuck in that position. 

Leila:
Yeah but you're like da-na-na, that surf music. 

Priya:
Sure, sure, sure.

Leila:
But it's like that but like cold. It's like surfing but cold.

Priya:
Cold surfing. 

Leila:
Mm.

Robin:
Snowboarding! Surfing but cold. This episode is sponsored by...

Leila:
Snowboards.

Robin:
Snowboarding [laughs].

Leila:
Yeah not asked by skiing. And also I don't want anything I need like those fuckin' sticks. Oh bore off. 

Robin:
Yeah it's a little bit much isn't it? I think if I was ever invited on a skiing holiday I would just sit in, I imagine there's like a Centre Parks style log cabin and I could just get shitfaced by the fire.

Leila:
Oh yeah, yeah.

Robin:
That's what I'd like to do, just drink brandy. 

Leila:
Oh I'd love to go to Iceland.

Priya:
With mulled wine.

Leila:
Just to sit in a thing and just drink mulled cider.

Robin:
Yeah just read and drink.

Priya:
Yeah just hot booze, that's all you want. 

Robin:
Hot booze is very good isn't it? 

Priya:
Mmm.

Robin:
Do you think there should be more hot booze throughout the year?

Leila:
I don't like mulled wine but I do like mulled cider, I really like mulled cider. 

Priya:
Mulled toffee apple cider is really good. 

Leila:
Is that the one that was at the Emporium was it?
Priya:
No that was just normal mulled cider.

Leila:
Oh my god that was really good. I haven't stopped thinking about that mulled cider. 

Robin:
What was that a Halloween one? Or was that during Christmas?

Leila:
No they did it for Christmas, it was amazing. 

Robin:
Given our climate, not to talk about climate on the podcast but we should have more hot alcoholic drinks throughout the year. It shouldn't just be a Christmas thing.

Priya:
And as the climate warms up we can have more and more sangria. So it will go mulled cider season or sangria season and sangria season will get longer and longer.

Leila:
What's sangria?

Robin:

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:
Asshole?

Leila:
Mm, big time.

Priya:
Yeah for sure. 

Robin:
AH.

Leila:
'Am I the asshole for peeing in a cat tray? Me, 29 female and my partner 25 male have been dating for three years and have lived together for one of those. We live with our two cats in a small one bedroom flat that has one bathroom. Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
Piss in the cat flap. 

Priya:
I think 35 minutes even if you don't have health issues, I'd be in the litter tray.

Robin:
Yeah. Yeah [laughs] you're thinking about it as a day to day thing.

Priya:
In my own flat sure. 

Leila:
Have you ever peed in a litter tray?

Priya:
I haven't but I would.

Leila:
Yeah I would as well actually yeah.

Priya:
If I needed to.

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:
How big are they in Michael Jordan hands?

Priya:
It depends on the size of your cat. So if they've got two cats probably quite big. 

Leila:
Did you ever have a tray in school? Like a tray?

Robin:
Yeah that's what I thought it was, yeah, yeah, yeah.

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
It's exactly that.

Robin:
Sure.

Leila:
Exactly that full of like whatever stuff you want to put in there, sawdust, rice.

Robin:
Like an A3 bit of paper. 

Leila:
Yeah. 

Priya:
Yeah I've got a really big one because my cat is massive so it's like huge.

Robin:
You could piss in that quite easily then?

Priya:
Oh I could easily piss in that. 

Robin:
Good. I'm glad for you [laughs].

Priya:
[Laughs]

Leila:
This is a challenge now?
Priya:
When I bought it I was like I need to know that if I needed to.

Robin:
Yeah [laughs] can this handle a human? Yeah I don't think that's an issue, I think he's really judgemental. I'm lucky not to suffer with IBS, an hour and a half in the bathroom is, surely you could just do that thing where you sort of just open the door and she could come in and go in the shower.

Leila:
Yeah. Yeah! Do you think it's weirder to go in the shower or a litter box?

Robin:

Priya:
Litter box probably.

Robin:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:
Yeah.

Robin:

Priya:

Leila:

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:
Oh no, that's.

Robin:
I can't remember whether it's true or now but who was it? I think it was Lucy Porter once said on the News Quiz that all French people poo in the shower and then push it down the plug with their feet.

Priya:

Robin:
[Laughs]

Priya:
That's can't be true.

Leila:
Why? Why did she say that?
Priya:
What are you talking about? I don't know.

Leila:
That's such an allegation to make. What?

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
I didn't say this, Lucy Porter says it. 

Leila:
Imagine it wasn't Lucy Porter that said it and now you've just tarnished her good name. 

Robin:
It was because also her husband Justin Edwards says the same thing. 

Leila:
Why? What?! Like you can't just say that. 

Priya:
It can't be true.

Robin:
Apparently.

Leila:
Why? Where does that come from? You can't just give that context, you must know why.

Robin:
I think it was French campsites, I think. I think the allegation was yeah. I don't know. I'm happy to spread it.

Leila:
OK well hmm?

Robin:
I would never poo in the shower, would you?

Leila:
No.

Priya:
No.

Leila:
No like that is hideous. 

Priya:
I would poo in a litter tray if I needed to.

Robin:
Interesting. 

Priya:
Easy clean up! Only if I needed to Leila, don't give me that face. 

Robin:
I don't think I could poo outside but I guess you'd have to wouldn't you if things feel like?

Leila:
No I couldn't do that, I couldn't.

Priya:
No.

Robin:
I don't think I've ever used a long drop or anything.

Priya:
A what?

Robin:
A long drop.

Priya:
What's that?

Leila:
What is that?

Robin:
It's like an outdoor, what they use in I'm a Celebrity. 

Leila:
It's a tube you shit down.

Robin:
No it's basically just like a hole. 

Priya:
Like Green Man?

Robin:
No like a hole in the ground. 

Priya:
You know those toilets that just had bins underneath it.

Robin:
Oh yeah basically you're just shitting into big wheelie bins. No like I think in the wilderness I think you just basically did a hole and then you squat over the hole and then you cover, kind of like Green Man but without bins and people taking away the bins because you're shitting in nature's bin. 

Leila:
Anyway can't wait for Green Man 2022, hope we get booked, can't wait to shit in a hole.

Priya:
I'll be bringing my own litter tray. 

Robin:
During the 30 minute set.

Leila:
Actually do you know what? Now you said it like that I'm like maybe that is a good idea.

Robin:
What to shit in a litter tray as opposed to shit in one of the bins?

Leila:
No but you must be able to get your own little litter tray thing. 
Priya:
Oh a camping loo yeah.

Leila:
Is that like a litter tray?

Priya:
Little composting camping toilet. 

Robin:
It's a potty is what you're talking about. You're talking about shitting in a potty. 

Leila:
Oh no,  I don't want to do it. I'd rather shit in a litter tray than in a potty. I don't want to be infantilised. 

Priya:
But felinised, absolutely. 

Leila:
Felinised absolutely yeah. 

Robin:
Felinised [laughs] James Cordon Felinised in Cats.

Leila:
[Laughs] Yeah exactly. That's so good, that's what they should have called Cats.
Robin:
Felinised. 

Leila:
No actually, sorry. You know when they made Antz and Bug's Life at the same time? 

Robin:
Mm-hmm.

Leila:
When Cats came out they should have made a counter musical called Felinised, starring like…

Priya:
James Cordon again.

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah. I think they should have made a documentary about the making of Cats. But the documentary should have also been a musical. And that one turns out better, you know?

Leila:
Oh I loved that. Yeah they should make a film now about how it was such a disaster.

Robin:
Yeah.

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
What did he say? I can't remember what he said, it was really funny. 

Robin:
It was the worst thing for cats since dogs. 

Leila:
Yeah that's what he said. 

Robin:
Quite funny.

Leila:
So good.

Robin:
And weren't they editing it up until literally like ten minutes before the premier?

Leila:
Yeah and then they re-edited it because Idris Elba's crops were so prominent and they were like...

Robin:
Oh really? Legend.

Leila:
Yeah. Legend!

Robin:
Legend. 

Leila:
I happen to think Taylor Swift is very good in that film.

Robin:
As a cat?

Leila:
Yeah she's my highlight of the film for me.

Robin:
She doesn't do much acting does she? 

Leila:
No cats was enough. 


[Phone ringing]

Priya:
One of my brother's three phones is going off. It's stopped.

Robin:
