Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:

Robin:
Yeah, yeah, yeah.

Priya:
That's true.

Robin:
Like wearing nappies and stuff.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
He didn't mention her wearing nappies yeah, so let's assume she's not wearing nappies. We don't know that to be true, but let's assume.

Robin:
He did say that she hasn't spoken to him since, maybe she hasn't learned how to talk yet. Like we just don't know the scenario. 

Leila:

Robin:

Leila:

Robin:

Leila:
Yeah. 

Priya:

Robin:
Well that's it, when they go out for meals and stuff what does she? 'May I see the children's menu? No younger, younger please'.  A highchair for madam please.

Leila:
Yeah.

Priya:
[Laughs] I'll take a full adult meal but pureed. 

Leila:
Oh no.

Robin:
Yeah and can I plug this in please? Rrrrrr. 

Leila:
Oh no, no, no, no, no. I don't like it, it started to freak me out a bit. At the start I was like let her eat what she wants but also, no this is strange, like have a word with yourself, imagine you would be freaked the fuck out, you would. Priya:

Priya:

Leila:

Priya:

Robin:
Just a big scalding pot of lasagne and chips. 

Priya:
[Laughs] With garlic bread on the side.

Robin:
Yeah from like a Harvester. 

Leila:
I've got a question and that question is, were you guys given tea as a child in sippy cup?

Priya:
Yeah.

Leila:
Yes! Me too, me and Priya yes, but not Robin?

Priya:
Not in a sippy cup. 

Leila:
Oh. In a mug?

Priya:
We weren't allowed to have sippy cups but we did have like quite wide mugs and we got to eat it with a spoon.

Leila:
Yeah!

Priya:
So we'd put it down on the table and you'd do the spoon to the face. But I remember that from being like really little.

Leila:

Priya:

Leila:

Leila:
[Laughs] Off you go. 

Robin:

Leila:
Yeah [laughs]

Priya:
[Laughs]

Robin:
When we used to the trip from Cardiff to London loads, like we used to stop at like Leigh Delamere or Membury and we used to go and get coffees and we used to get him a babychino but it was in a little Costa coffee cup so he was walking into Membury Services like a businessman [laughs].
Leila:
[Laughs]

Priya:

Leila:

Robin:
Them doing adult things is very, very funny. 

Priya:
Yeah.

Robin:
But it's the opposite of this story because adults doing baby things, no, no, no. No thank you.

Priya:

Leila:
Yeah I think it's fine for babies eating adult food, I'm all for. What's the first food? What's the first solid you gave your child? That's what I want to know.

Priya:

Priya:
[Laughs] And little babies chuggin' scolding hot tea. 

Robin:
Add milk! Give your babies cups of tea! 

Leila:
I want the Here to Judge outro to be this. 

Robin:
[Laughs]
